It's been back to roots for Gospel4Grampian. Since June, Gospel4Grampian has been
operating again from the front bedroom in the terraced house where the station was
born. Kings Community Church has been growing fast and needed the space which
served as the station office and broadcast studio for the last couple of years.

The past few months has been a time to take stock and develop active work with
churches and organisations. We are pleased to report that links have been forged with
Crown Terrace Methodist Church - hear their services which are broadcast on
Wednesday evenings. Also we have been working with St Clements Episcopal Church
in Aberdeen in particular to involve the youth of the church in what we do.

In the coming months, the work of Street Pastors will be put under the spotlight. Listen in
to hear much more about this significant outreach.

Gospel4Grampian is heard almost weekly by guests attending the Haven Drop in Cafe
which is run by Bethany Christian Trust and takes place each Monday evening at
Gerrard St Baptist Church. The Cafe is attended by people who are affected by
poverty, addiction and homelessness. Recently, Gospel4Grampian successfully
broadcast live from the Haven using mobile technology and there are plans to repeat
this again. The broadcast featured,
new poems, live music, personal
stories and interviews recorded at the
Mens Lighthoose which is run by
volunteers from Deeside Christian
Fellowship and other churches around
Aberdeen

Friday December 3™ between 09:45
and 11:15am is when the Gospel Cafe
will broadcast live from Gateway at
Credo Cafe. This is a fantastic
opportunity for the station to broadcast
live on location and allows those
present to participate in the

programme. The show will be repeated
on the same day between 3.00 and
4.30pm and made available for
download through the G4G podcast.
Such live broadcasts are made all the
more special in the knowledge that in the

last 12 months, Gospel4Grampian
attracted over 27,000 listeners, many of
whom listened for more than 40 minutes
at a time.

Most of the listeners are located in the
United States and the UK and tune in
using iTunes. This is truly encouraging
and we will continue to develop
programme content which is targeted
primarily for listeners from the north of
Scotland. We believe that it is through
taking the station out into communities
by staging live events around the north

More good news is on its way,
GospeldGrampian will begin broadcasting from
a new location by 10th December 2010. Two
rooms have been made available in an office
complex at Phoenix House which is in the
South of Aberdeen. This provision has been
kindly made available through the local
christian charity Somebody Cares. Thanks are
due for this kind gesture.

GospeldGrampian relies on free will giving to
support its activities. We do now have a small
base of members who also give regularly. This
allows the station to cover its monthly
commitments including telephone, broadband
and broadcast licence costs. As the station
grows these costs will increase so we need to
increase this support in order to realise our
ultimate vision which is to broadcast on FM.

In addition, some supporters make occasional
one-off donations which also make a welcome
and necessary contribution to the station’s
work. One recent donation will be used to fund
the purchase of a new production and play-out
system. This will overcome some of the
technical issues which have hampered the
stations development. Using the new system
presenters will be able to prepare programmes
from remote locations. This in turn will enable
us to broadcast live from communities, with
more contributors from around the north of
Scotland and produce more high quality

reliable framework for scheduling programmes.
